Entries must be from papers published dur-
ing the current 2010–2011 school year.

Each school may submit up to four entries 
in each category, except Overall Excellence. 

For the Columns category, send 2-3 columns 
by the same author for each entry.

For the Overall Excellence category, sub-
mit three different issues of the entire news-
paper. You will enter this category only once, 
with one set of three different issues. The 
detailed critique requires a fee of $35.

For all individual categories, send a tear 
sheet of the full page or spread. 

For a story, photo or art CIRCLE THE ENTRY 
IN RED.

For a full page or spread, indicate which 
page(s) by circling the page numbers in red.

Duplicate the enclosed Entry Form as need-
ed and staple a completed copy to each entry. 
(Please don’t use paper clips.)

Remember that Overall Excellence is one 
entry, not three. 

Fee is $5.00 per entry in individual categories / $35 for Overall Excellence.
