For the Columns category, send 2-3 columns by 
the same author for each entry.(one form!)

You will enter this category only once, with one 
set of three different issues. The detailed critique 
requires a fee of $40. One entry / one form.

For all individual categories, send a tear sheet 
of the full page or spread. 

For a story, photo or art CIRCLE THE ENTRY IN 
RED.

For a full page or spread, indicate which 
page(s) by circling the page numbers in red.

Be sure to include one copy of the NP Packet 
Form.

Fee is $5.00 per entry in individual categories / $40 for Overall Excellence.
